Works in Miniature and Small format will be considered for entry. Maximum size in any dimension for 
Miniature prints is three and a half inches [3 1/2 inches or 9 cm]. Maximum size in any dimension 
for Small prints is eight inches [8 inches or 20.5 cm]. These maximum sizes include both image and 
border areas. Works in all print media are eligible, including but not limited to, traditional, photographic 
and digitally informed media. Do not send slides. Only original prints, unframed and unmated, and 
created since 2008 [within the last two years] will be accepted. Please submit no more than two [2] works 
in each category [Miniature and/or Small].
